Why do I need more than one?

The reality is that different databases can have
different identification numbers for the same
author.

« Combine this with the fact that different
databases may have different
publications and different citing articles
within it, and you create the opportunity
for missed citations. This greatly
improves the chance for the value of
your h-index to be negatively affected.

1. General guidelines

«  Manuscripts are accepted in English. Any consistent spelling and punctuation styles may be used.
Long quotations of 40 words or more should be indented without quotation marks.

«  Atypical manuscript will not exceed 8500 words including tables, references and captions.
Manuscripts that greatly exceed this will be critically reviewed with respect to length. Authors
should include a word count with their manuscript.

*  Manuscripts should be compiled in the following order: title page; abstract; keywords; main text;
acknowledgements; references; appendices (as appropriate); table(s) with caption(s) (on
individual pages); figure caption(s) (as a list).

«  Abstracts of 250 words are required for all manuscripts submitted.

« Each manuscript should have keywords.

« Search engine optimization (SEQO) is a means of making your article more visible to anyone
who might be looking for it. Please consult our guidance here.

Keywords

* Recent evidence suggests that a strong correlation exists between online hits and
subsequent citations for journal articles. Search engines rank highly as starting points.
Students are increasingly more likely to start their research by using Google ScholarTM,
rather than by the traditional starting point of Abstracting and Indexing resources.

*  We know that the use of keywords helps to increase the chances of the article being
located, and therefore cited.

* Many search engines have their own algorithms for ranking sites, some by ranking the
relevance of content and links to the site from other websites. Some search engines use
metadata or "meta-tagging" to assess relevant content. Most search engines, however,
scan a page for keyword phrases, which gives emphasis to phrases in headings and/or
repeated phrases. The number of other sites that link to a web page also indicates how that
page is valued.

« Authors should know the key phrases for their subject area. Reference to an
established common indexing standard in a particular discipline is a useful starting point -
GeoRef, ERIC Thesaurus, Psycinfo, ChemWeb, and so on.

« Keyword terms may differ from the actual text used in the title and abstract, but should
accurately reflect what the article is about. Why not try searching for the keywords you
have chosen, before you submit your article? This will help you see how useful they
are.

Lots of researchers post PDFs of their own papers on their own web-sites. It's always been
so, because even though technically it's in breach of the copyright transfer agreements that
we blithely sign, everyone kmows it’s right and proper. Preventing people from making
their own work available would be insane, and the publisher that did it would be
committing a PR gaffe of huge proportions.

A pre-print is the original version of the manuscript
as it is submitted to a journal. While the authors
may have sought help from their colleagues In
selecting data analysis techniques, improving
manuscript clarity, and correcting grammar, the
pre-print has not been through a process of peer
review. It typically looks like a term paper - a
double spaced .doc file with minimal formatting.
