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situations which might lead to international fiction or give rise to a dispute are to be
distinguished from disputes. To be a dispute a situation must have crystallized into
disagreement on a point of law or fact , a conflict of legal views or interests between two
persons.
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According to Article vA of the I.c.j’s statute , the function of the Icj is to decide in
accordance with international low.
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Once a dispute has arisen, there are only two methods by which it may be settled :
diplomatic and legal, on the other hand reason and force.
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The Diplomatic methods are: negotiation - mediation — good offices — conciliation —
inquiry
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The legal methods are Arbitration and justice.
